e 5mm Allen wrench (included)

First, feed the speaker cable into the u-shaped
opening on the top of the stand body (fig. a) and
bring it back out through the u-shaped opening
at the bottom (fig. b).

Turn the partially assembled stand over and set
it down. With the indentation facing down, align
the plate so that the indentation sits in the
opening of the stand body. Insert the other screw
and use the Allen key to tighten it. Do not
overtighten.

Remove the socket head screws from the ends
of the stand body (figs. ¢ and d). Turn the base
plate upside down and align the hole in the
center of the base plate with one of the holes on
either end of the stand body. Insert a screw and
use the Allen key to tighten it. Do not overtighten.

To place the stand on a carpeted floor, use the
brass isolation spikes. Screw the spikes to the
corresponding openings at each corner of the
bottom of the base plate. Adjust the height as
needed to keep the stand level. Use the nut to
secure the spike’s position (inset a). For wood,
laminate, tile, or bare floor, use the included
rubber feet (inset b).

Peel back the cover on the adhesive side of the
EVA sound isolation pads. Carefully place one on
each side of the top plate and firmly smooth
them out.
